MINUTES OF TOWN BOARD MEETING 
Wednesday, December 12, 2007 

1) Call to Order-Dan DeLong called the monthly Board meeting to order. 
2) Pledge of Allegiance-The pledge was said 
3) Roll Call/Quorum Call-Present was Bill Brewer, Bill Kutz, Tim Kopp and Dan DeLong.  A quorum 

was present. 
4) Approval of Agenda-Tim Kopp moved to approve the agenda as presented.  Seconded by Bill Kutz.  

Motion carried. 
5) Committee Reports 

a. Highway Department Report-Mike Birkholz reported shoulder work was done on Hart, 
Colley, S. Creek and West Hart Road, ditches cleaned.  Plowed on Thanksgiving Day.  Mike 
noted sand is available at the shed for Town residents.    

b. Fire Department Report- Chief Huffman reported there were 18 calls for November.  The 
practice was going over field and brush fires. The fire department has been approved for a grant 
from FEMA for $17,300-8 sets of new gear and 6 pagers will be purchased with these funds. 
Chief Huffman is recommending the change of burning dates to April, October and November.  
Tim Kopp read a thank you from Town of Beloit Fire Department for Turtle’s assist on 
November 16.  Chief Huffman also reported a donation of $1000 from the Wal-Mart in Delavan 
was received.   

c. Police Department Report-Tim Kopp reported there were 110.5 hours worked and 1702 miles 
traveled in November.  Chief LeFeber is out with a broken leg.    

d. Safety Committee Report-(Speed Limit on Shopiere Road)-Jere Crouse reported there was no 
meeting in December; the next meeting will be January 2.  Dan DeLong has received calls 
regarding the speed limit on County Road S since the reconstruction to 4 lanes asking to have 
the limit increased.  Per County Highway Commissioner Ben Coopman federal funds were used 
for this project and when there is no boulevard the speed limit will be reduced to 40 mph.  Dan 
DeLong was also contacted by residents requesting the speed limit on Philhower Road increase, 
also West Townline from Tiffany was asked to be studied. The Safety Committee will consider 
this at their January meeting.

f. Cemetery Committee-The Highway Department if plowing Turtleville, per a request from a 

citizen.

There will be no compensation per the Boundary 
Agreement.  Rock County Officer Christopher Scott answered any questions citizens had.  Terry Dobratz, 2963 
E County Road S asked who patrols County Road S-Turtle Police and Rock County Sheriff 

8)    Board Member Comments-Bill Brewer asked the status of the Straub ditch.  Bill Kutz responded it is 
in the hands of Norm Everhart. 
9) Approval of Minutes-Bill Kutz moved to approve the minutes of November 14, 2007 as presented.  

Seconded by Tim Kopp.  Motion carried. 
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10) Approval of Invoices-Bill Kutz moved to approve the invoices as presented.  Seconded by Tim Kopp.  
Motion carried. 

11) Treasurer Report-The checking balance is $340,466.75, Cemetery Checking-$1,145.11, Cemetery 
CD-$36,045.46 and Impact Fees-$29,283.55.  Bill Brewer moved to approve the treasurer’s report as 
presented.  Seconded by Bill Kutz.  Motion carried. 

12)  Planning Commission Report-No report-Planning did not meet in November. 
13)  Unfinished Business 

a. Revaluation Contract with Associated Appraisal Services-Attorney Henderson amended the 
agreement Associated Appraisal prepared for the Town of Turtle to include the Town would 
receive assessment data in a computer compatible format; Associated Appraisal agreed to the 
amendment.  Bill Kutz moved to approve the amended agreement with the change to 2009 for 
the work to be done and payment to be made. Seconded by Tim Kopp.   Roll call vote was all 
ayes.  

b. Survey of Town Property-Attorney Henderson reported pricing received for a survey of the 
Town property is $2350-R.H. Batterman and $2200-Combs & Associates. Bill Brewer moved 
to have a certified survey done of the Town property.  Seconded by Dan DeLong.  The roll call 
vote was Bill Brewer-aye, Bill Kutz-nay, Tim Kopp-nay and Dan DeLong-aye.  Motion failed.  
Tim Kopp moved to have the Chairman draft a letter to the Fall Festival asking for funds for the 
certified survey of the Town property.  Seconded by Bill Brewer.  Motion carried.  

14) New Business 

a. Consider and Adopt Amendment to Resolution-Policy for Purchase by Department 

Heads-Bill Kutz move to adopt the amended resolution of policy for purchase by department 
heads.  Seconded by Bill Brewer.  Motion carried. 

b. Consider and Adopt Resolution-3 Signatures on Receipting and Dispersing-Bill Kutz 
moved to table taking any action on the proposed resolution-policy of number of signatures on 
checks and deposits.  Seconded by Tim Kopp. Motion carried. 

c. Consider and Approve Amendments to 2007 Budget-Tim Kopp to amend the 2007 budget as 
proposed.  Seconded by Bill Kutz.  The roll call vote was all ayes.  Motion carried. 

d. Approval of Election Inspectors for Term 2008-2009-Bill Brewer moved to approve the 
election inspectors as presented.  Seconded by Tim Kopp.  Motion carried with all ayes. 

e. Consider and Act Upon Membership to Urban Towns Committee-Bill Kutz moved to not 
renew the membership with Urban Towns.  Seconded by Tim Kopp. Motion carried. 

f. Nominations and Appointment of Town Board Member to Fill Vacancy-Nominations from 
the Board and Clerk were proposed to fill the vacant board.  Nominations were made as 
follows: Bill Brewer-Lester Oldenburg, Dan DeLong-Mike Schaefer and Deb Bennett-Jere 
Crouse. Bill Kutz moved to close the nominations.  Seconded by Tim Kopp.  Motion carried 
with all ayes.  Jere Crouse did not accept the nomination, Lester Oldenburg and Mike Schaefer 
accepted.  Each candidate gave a brief background of themselves.  The vote was 2-Lester 
Oldenburg, 2-Miek Schaefer and 1 abstain.  Nominations were opened again.  Dan DeLong 
nominated-Mike Schaefer and Tim Kopp-Lester Oldenburg.  Bill Brewer moved to close the 
nominations.  Seconded by Bill Kutz.  Motion carried.  The vote was 3-Lester Oldenburg and 2-
Mike Schafer. 

        15)  Adjournment-Matt Miller thanked the Highway crew for a job well done on the roads.  Bill Brewer 
moved to adjourn.  Seconded by Bill Kutz.  The meeting was adjourned.
